1. APOLOGIES

Apologies were received from Jeff Unsworth.
2. MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

The minutes of the last meeting were made available.

3. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
Alan H was pleased to report that Maindy Flyers now stood 100 strong and was performing well in all disciplines.  He thanked Kay for all her hard work reinstating the Welsh Schools events.  He also thanked Kay and the other coaches, Alan, Andrew and Rachel for their sterling work.  The Kerry Youth Tour saw Flyers winning the u12 team and gaining medals in the British and Welsh track champs.  Previous Flyers Luke Rowe and Alex Greenfield had been taken on by the Olympic Development Programme, and Katie Curtis had joined the Olympic Academy, following in the footsteps of Ross Sander and Geraint Thomas who were on target for representing Britain in the Beijing Olympics in 2008.  There had been a few excellent weekends away - Calshot had been good this year but it was hoped that it would be even better next year, with plans to go again over the May half term.  Two of the most important items over the last year were the resurfacing of the track and the re-emergence of the website, with thanks given to Andrew B.
4. TREASURER’S REPORT
Sarah reported that the club was relatively healthy with an increased stock of bikes, turbos, rollers, etc.  With the resurfacing of the track and the necessary transfer of the race meetings to other venues, chances to make some revenue had been lost but should be recouped this coming year.
5. COACH’S REPORT
Alan D reported a very successful year.  In addition to all that Alan H had covered, he reported on BSCA, Kay’s reinstated WSCA events (which Flyers dominated) and the Welsh track champs where Emily Haycox, riding up in the u12s, won the points race.  He went on to especially mention Robbie Westwood’s silver u12 medal and ex-Flyer Hannah Manley’s silver u14 at the British track champs.  He described how the youth field 10 years ago was very small but that now you had to qualify to compete and that all British youth records had been broken in the UK over the last 12 months.  Expanding on Alan H’s report on the Olympic programmes, Alan D explained that one third of the programme’s membership was ex-Flyers and he encouraged all Flyers to stick to it and train and enjoy!
